BIOGRAPHY
Suzy Ruffles began studying the piano at the age of 4. Having gained much experience of accompanying friends and fellow undergraduates in final recitals at the University of Southampton she decided to undertake a postgraduate diploma in piano accompaniment at Trinity College of Music in 2005, studying under Eugene Asti and Christine Croshaw. She completed the course in July 2007.
Suzy performed in the inaugural recital of the Oxford Lieder Fringe Festival and in the following year in a masterclass with Roger Vignoles as part of the same festival. The recent past has afforded her many excellent accompaniment opportunities, highlights of which include two concerts as part of the Trinity College of Music Schumann Festival, a flute recital in Lancaster including a specially commissioned work and vocal and instrumental recitals in the church of St Martin-in-the-Fields, Charlton House, Lauderdale House, Blackheath Halls and Southwark Cathedral.
With flautist Charlotte Bettle and oboist Victoria Small, she formed in 2008 the Britannic Ensemble, specialising in British chamber music, recently performing in Andover and the Turner Sims Concert Hall, Southampton to critical acclaim. In 2009 she formed with five former members of the Southbank Sinfonia the ADASKA ensemble performing piano and wind chamber music of all varieties.
